GAME 
You will need a ball, a bucket and place signs.  

Place a bucket in the centre of the room, and 
mark spots around the bucket with the names 

of different cities in Paul and Barnabas’ first 
journey, such as Antioch, Iconium, Lystra, 

Pisidia, Pamphylia, Perga, or Attalia.  Take it in 
turns throwing the ball into the bucket from 
each spot in the room. Each time you score, 

you must move onto the next “city” and shoot 
from there. Try to make it all the way back to 

the first city as quickly as you can.
